INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

ATTACH MOUNTING RAILS TO WALL PLATES

i.   Insert 4x item 2 in both ends of item 4.  2 in the top channel 
    and 2 in the bottom channel and set approx.1500mm apart. 
     Repeat for both rails.

ii.  Attach item 1 to item 4 by fastening item 3 into item 3.
iii. Fit item 5 to the ends of item 4.
